Congregational Care Ministry! Congregational Care is an integral part of the ministry
of Saint James Presbyterian Church. In an effort to respond to the call to care for one
another, our new supply pastor along with the Session, Stephen Ministry, Deacons and
Office Staff have developed the Congregational Care ministry.
Congregational Care functions as a pastoral care arm of ministry. The purpose of the
Congregational Care ministry is to care for our congregation by providing presence through
visits and prayer during times of medical procedures, health crisis, transitions, and illness.
Our supply pastor is the primary provider for end of life care, bereavement and funerals.
Our Congregational Care team provides presence for ongoing care concerns. The
foundation for this ministry is in scripture. Just as Moses was admonished to appoint
elders to assist with the care of God’s flock (Exodus 18); and just as the early church
provided people to care for widows as the apostles gave themselves to prayer and the
teaching of the word (Acts 2), our church stands in a biblical tradition to commission
people of faith to provide for the care of God’s people.
So how does it work? To help ensure that everyone has an Elder, including those on the
Forget Me Not List, our congregation is divided into groups based on the first letter of
your last name. Each group has been assigned a Congregational Care team member as
seen below. If there is a need for prayer, notice of a medical procedure or surgery, notice
of a current or past hardship, members can call the church office at 336-273-6658 or
email office@stjamespresby.org. The office will notify your Congregational Care Provider
immediately.
If there is an end of life situation, the supply pastor is the primary provider. All
information is private unless permission is given to share with the entire church during
prayer and/or through the Forget Me Not list. The Congregational Care Team has been
thoroughly trained, and is eager to serve, so do not hesitate to share your need.

Next Steps Bible Study Class Co-Chairpersons Named

Lucia Ward-Alexander has agreed to represent the SJPC Social Justice Advocacy Ministry as the co-
chairperson of the Shared Worship Visitation committee representing our church in conjunction with
First Presbyterian and Westminster Presbyterian churches. She will coordinate with our pastoral team
visitation of our faith-based community friends in attending worship services with us. Saint James
friend, Rhonda Chavis has joined our social justice ministry efforts and will co-chair the joint Social
Justice Advocacy committee formed after the completion of our joint Bible Study class which focused on
servant leadership and social justice with First Presbyterian and Westminster churches.

Social Justice Advocacy Ministry Updates- Bible Study Ends & Next Steps Begins

Our six week Social Justice & Servant Leadership Bible Study ended on March 31, 2021, with class
members sharing reflections and ideas for next steps. We identified Ann Morris and Melinda Billings
(Westminster Presbyterian Church members), Susan Shadis (First Presbyterian Church member), and
Katherine Moore and Lolita Watkins (Saint James Presbyterian Church members) as members of our
“discernment group” to help us figure out what God is calling our class to do in our next steps. Our group
created and shared a survey that was formally presented at an in-person gathering on Wednesday, April
28, 2021, at Westminster Presbyterian Church. The survey was designed to identify three key areas for
our consideration which included 1. Identifying our overall goal/objective, 2. Selecting our levels of
participation, and 3. Identifying the community or social justice advocacy concerns or issues we will
address.

On Wednesday, April 28, 2021, we agreed to move forward with the following objectives:

1. Group Goal/Objective: We would like our group to continue to grow individually and
collectively as servant leaders through a focus on prayer and social justice action. This could
involve listening, dialoguing with community leaders, being among those we wish to serve, and
“engaging the powers” at local, state or national levels, focusing on issues that have resulted in
unequal access to freedom, justice and equality among people of color.

2. Levels of Participation: Attend or visit worship services at First Presbyterian, Saint James
Presbyterian, and Westminster Presbyterian churches to listen to the word of God for our
continued growth as servant leaders in our community. Discussion group sessions will accompany
each church visit. Select one or both sub-committees for participation which include social justice
or worship committee.

3. Community Issues or Social Justice Issues: Our group selected voter suppression, race

relations and poverty as our top three obstacles to address. We also identified several other
concerns that we know exist in our community and nation.
